After a decade of discussions, years of planning and fundraising and countless prayers, nearly 1.3 milliorglisteners
including hundreds of thousands in the Diocese of Lingalin now hear Spirit Catholic Radio, KVSS, on 102.7 FM. The
switch came on Thursday, January 29. There was no particular spiritual significance to this date (unless one counts th

The radio station has been broadcasting from its Omaha location for ten years on a 1,500 watt signal. In 2008, God se¢
a huge blessing in the form of an opportunity to purchase a 50,000 watt signal that is now reaching more than 1.3
million people in eastern Nebraska and western lowa. The station remains in Omaha, and maintains a Lincoln studio
and office.

Executive Director Jim Carroll and Lincoln Station Manager John Soukup have been impressed with the high level of
support KVSS has received since going on the air in the Diocese of Lincoln.

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CCD & Confirmation Class Q & A by Marcia Scot

Q1 What is CCD and what does it stand for?

A1 Confraternity of Christian Doctrine (CCD) provides catechism for students that attend public schools in grades
1 through 8. It helps students learn more about God and their Catholic faith.

Q1 What program is available for students after 8th grade?

AT Godteens is a program available for students in gradd9This includes those that attend Pius X, public
high school and students that are home schooled.

Q1 When does Confirmation preparation begin?

AT Students are preparing for Confirmation from the time they are old enough to attend Holy Mass with the
parents.

Q1 Who are the primary educators of children regarding their Catholic faith?

AiParents are the primary educator for their chifl dr
supplement what parents teach at home and through participation in weekly Mass.

Q7 When is Confirmation?

AT For students in Blessed Sacrament School and those prepared to receive the sacrament through CCD,
Confirmation is generally held in March of the 5th grade school year.

AT Because Confirmation is held so early in the school year it is very important for all CCD students to atte I d
every CCD class prior to Confirmation.

Q1 What is there to know about the final year of Confirmation preparation for public school students?
