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Matt Talbot Kitchen and Outreach

Matt Talbot Kitchen and Outreach hasMOVED! Forced to relocate because of the
Antelope Redevelopment Projextd the purchase of the building from St. Vincent

de Paul by Assurity Insurance Co., the building was scheduled for demolition around
April 15th. The Kitchen is now located 2121 No. 27th St just north of the Lin-

coln Water Departmentt includes the old Carnegie Library that houses a few of-

fices, and a brand new 9,000 square foot building that houses an enlarged dining
room and kitchen, several more offices, a conference room, a child care room that is
used when guests are in a class, laundry and restroom/shower facilities for the guests.

Matt Talbot Kitchen (MTK) was founded in 1992 by Mary Costello, with the help of
Ruth McKinstry, as a result of Calix interest to help the poor in Lincoln and was
named after a recovering alcoholic Matt Talbot, who dedicated himself to helping the
poor and homeless of Dublin Ireland. Matt Talbot is currently beatified but not yet
canonized a saint. The Kitchen first used the former Daywatch room at 1911 R Street
before expanding into the west area of the same building as its own facility. Origi-
nally serving only the evening meal from 5:830 pm, MTK eventually added the

noon meal from 11:3Q2:30. It now serves a free meal to anyone who shows up
every noon and every evening of the year. At any one meal there could be between
80 and 140 guests receiving a free mesime are homeless but many are working
poor, including families with children.

About ten years ago the Kitchen hired Susanne Blue as executive director and in ad-
dition to the feeding program, a variety of outreach services were established with

the goal of helping the homeless and in helpingrewenthomelessness. The name
changed about that time to Matt Talbot Kitchen and Outreach to better describe its
mission. The Outreach services include vision screening and eyeglasses in collabora-
tion with Professional Eyecare and Lenscrafters, a monthly foot clinic with Union
College, a weekly food distribution site with the Center for People in Need and the
Food Bank. In addition are: a transitional housing apartment for homeless men, an ID
program to obtain Identification Cards for homeless individuals in order to secure
employment or other benefits, a series ofwgeek Life Skills classes are offered, a
homeless voucher/case management program and a substance abuse/mental health
program. MTKO also receives phone messages for those who have no phone, as well
as providing many referrals to other agencies for a variety of needs.
